I remember Tom from the time I came to Court Hill Farm with my husband and family 1n 1952. I used to see him walking along the lane when he returned home on leave from The Navy to the second farm cottage where he lived with his mother and her younger son Bill who worked on the farm.

When Tom retired from sixteen years in The Navy he took great pride in his vegetable garden growing splendid runner beans in the same place every year by the road fence. He knew where the first primroses bloomed and picked them for his mother.

After the death of his mother Tom and Bill moved to No. 1 Slindon where he used to lean on the gate talking to passers by in the same way his mother had stood by the gate at Court Hill Cottage.

After Bill died Tom took a flat in Churchill place in Barnham where he was visited by Slindon friends so that he was always up to date with Slindon news.
When I last visited him in St Richard’s Hospital a few days before he died, although in considerable pain, he did not show this and was just as interested in what was happening in the village. He was a Slindon character who will long be remembered.
