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Michael was born in York. In 1935 the family moved to Worthing where they founded the family firm of Chartered Accountants. He was evacuated to Canada during the war years, returning to do his national service and then qualify as a Chartered Accountant in 1953 when he married Joan and joined the family firm. Micheal and Joan lived at Danesfield Shellbridge Rd.
Michael always had a great number of interests and gave unstintingly of his time and expertise in financial matters to the organisations of which he was a member as well as to the ordinary mortals who struggled to balance their books.

Many people found his large stature – 6’ 9” somewhat awe inspiring but were unfailingly reassured by his kindness and wise council in dealing with their problems whether large or small.
His no nonsense Yorkshire approach to life gave many people confidence to face difficult decisions.

Slindon will particularly remember is involvement with the Horse Show and Gymkhana where he kept a firm hand on the financial reins and the helpful advice he was always able to offer The Coronation Hall Committee.
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Michael and Joan’s first grandchild, Gemma, was born the day before he died. Gemma went on to compete for England in the 100 metres backstroke. She was a world champion and record holder.
